
Report on Academic Visit of Students from LNCT University to Dr. 
Ambedkar International Centre and Dr. Ambedkar National Memorial 

The Dr. Ambedkar International Centre (DAIC), an autonomous institution 
under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India, 
successfully hosted an academic visit of students from the School of Legal 
Studies, LNCT University, Bhopal, on 24th April 2026.
